Spotlight : Childcare Voucher Payment Schemes

Childcare vouchers are tax free schemes run by both private v

employers and the Government that offer a deduction from y_! .
salary to use on childcare services. '

We are delighted that so many of you are able to access VOUCH ERS
these schemes and thought it may be helpful to clarify some

of the conditions set out by the Department of Education

around how they can be used.

Vouchers can only be used for out of school childcare by an OFTSED registered provider. This
means we can credit your wraparound account with any voucher payment made to us, we can also
use it for sports clubs run by the school and PGL as its a residential trip covering out of school
hours activities.

What we can't use voucher payments for is school meals, clubs not run by the school (as they are
not OFSTED registered) and school trips that occur in school time. Due to the strict guidelines
around how vouchers can be used, we are also not permitted to refund a monetary value to any
parent/carer for credit balances.

We hope you find this information useful and please do not hesitate to contact the Admin team
should you have any queries.
